1. Approval of meeting minutes from September 21, 2005:

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1. CUP #1168-05 Randy Stewart (Home Based Business): 
 Richard explained that this permit would allow a home based business for motorcycle, 

small engine and auto repair. It would be located at 1876 Sunset Road in Lakepoint. The 
current zoning is RR-1 and this type of business is allowed with a permit. Richard 
explained that the surrounding land owners had been notified and that staff had received 
one public comment. The applicant stated that the garage is 40’ X 60’ and that he intends 
to pull the vehicles into the garage and shut the door to work on them. He stated that no 
excessive noise or work will be done late at night. The location of the garage on the 
property was showed to the commission. The definition of a home based  business was 
explained to the commission. Richard stated that this operation can meet the intent of the 
Tooele County land use ordinance with conditions. Staff recommends approval with the 
following conditions: All activities associated with the business shall be conducted in the 
detached garage, except that vehicles waiting for service may be stored outside for up to 
7 days. Hours of operation will be between 7:00 am and 8:30 pm. The operation shall be 
in compliance with the Tooele County Lighting Ordinance. There shall be no more than 
two inoperative vehicles on the property at any time. The premises shall be kept free of 
junk and trash. Waste, including oil and other automotive wastes, shall be disposed of in 
accordance with applicable state and local laws. Tires and other potential containers 
associated with the operation shall not be allowed to accumulate water. No changes to the 
permitted activities shall be allowed unless this permit is amended by the Tooele County 
Planning Commission. Sharon asked about the inoperable vehicles on the property. 
Richard stated that the applicant can have one inside and one outside. All engines and 
other items will be stored inside. The commission discussed how many vehicles should 
be on the property. Randy Stewart stated that he wanted to keep the area as clean as 
possible. George asked how many vehicles could go inside the garage. Randy stated that 
he could get up to 8 vehicles inside. Doug stated that he would like to see a limit on the 
number of vehicles outside. He would like to see up to three that are allowed and allow 
them to be there for up to seven days. Craig stated that he felt like the commission should 
not be concerned with how many vehicles are parked inside the garage. Craig stated that 
if there is room on the street and they are licensed then they are allowed to be parked on 
the street. Marlene asked about allowing the applicant to operate until 10:00 p.m.  
Michael Marshall stated that he lives across the street from Randy Stewart and he would 
like the area left  residential and  we shouldn’t allow home based business’s in the area. 
He stated that he is concerned with noise this would generate in the area; there is already 
too much noise. He has some concerns with the area becoming a junk yard also. George 
explained to Mr. Marshall that there are laws in Tooele County that allow for home based 
businesses in the County. George explained that there are conditions that we place on the 
permits to protect the neighbors. Steve Young stated that he would like all of the vehicles 
parked inside the garage. He would like the time left at 8:30 p.m. He stated that he thinks 
the residents are scared as to what may come in if we allow this. Terri Marshall stated 
that she is concerned with the traffic and stated that she has deaf grandchildren and would 
like signs posted. She is also opposed to this. Bill stated that he has some concerns with 
the testing of the engines in the area. Bill asked if there would be any place where the 
vehicles could be tested. Randy stated there was.  Randy stated that he accepts the 
neighbors concerns. He stated that he may have to look  at this some more before he 
pursues it. Craig asked about parking the vehicles in back of the garage. Randy stated that 
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the vehicles could be parked in back of the garage. Doug made a comment about the 
ordinance and stated that Mr. Stewart could have asked for a larger building and more 
vehicles but he didn’t.  John Gollaher stated that he has lived in the area for 30 years. He 
stated that he knows of home based businesses in the area and they are fine. John stated 
that people work on cars and motorcycles all the time and it is a way of life in Lakepoint. 
John stated that he is all for this as long as they stay in line with the conditions.  
 
Doug a motion to table CUP #1168-05 Randy Stewart (Home Based Business) to the next 
public meeting so that staff can do more research. The motion was seconded by Sharon.  
All concurred. 

  
2. CUP #1170-05 Tara Robinson (Home Based Preschool): 

Richard explained that this permit would be to allow a pre-school to be operated in the 
applicant’s home. The home is located at 753 Country Club, Stansbury Park/ The current 
zoning is R-1-10 and this type of operation is allowed with a conditional use permit. 
Richard explained that staff had not received any comments from the public on this 
application. The applicant proposes to operate 2 sessions each Monday, Wednesday and 
Friday, from 9:00am-11:30pm and 12:30pm-3:00pm; and Tuesdays and Thursdays from 
10:00am-12:00pm. The applicant proposes to have up to 12 children per class. The 
applicant’s mother will help and co-teach on Wednesdays. Beginning sometime in 2006 
her mother will be helping almost every day. The pre-school will be conducted in the 
applicant’s home. Children will not be outside except during drop-off and pick-up. Staff 
recommends approval with the following conditions: All pre-school activities shall take 
place inside the residence. The students shall remain in the home except when arriving to 
school and leaving the school. No food shall be prepared and served in the home for 
consumption by the students. There shall be no more than 1 adult employed by the pre-
school who resides outside of the home. The inside area that is used as the pre-school be 
made to conform to those standards of the current and any future updates of the building 
code for such a use. The children shall have constant adult supervision, and never left to 
be on their own or out of the sight of an adult working in the pre-school. Parents or 
guardians shall make written permission at the enrollment of the child as to the names of 
the people who drop off or pick up the child. A person who drops off or picks up a child 
shall sign their name and time on a form provided by the pre-school. Records of who 
picks up and drops off the child shall be maintained by the pre-school and kept no less 
than 7 years. Insurance shall be maintained for such a use, and a copy of the insurance 
coverage shall be sent to the department of engineering once annually. Sharon asked if 
the applicant was ok with the conditions. Tara Robinson stated that she was.  
 
Marlene made a motion to move CUP #1170-05 Tara Robinson (Home Based Preschool) 
to the next public meeting. The motion was seconded by Sharon. All concurred.  

 
 3. CUP #1174-05 Malee Wood (Home Based Business): 
 This item was approved in house and removed from the agenda.  
 
 4. AMZ 1020-05 Amendment to chapter 24-6-5 Off Premise Advertising: 
 Richard explained that this type of advertising only affects the developers in the county.  

Richard explained that a meeting was held for the developers to voice their options on 
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what they would like to see in this ordinance, no one showed up. Staff only received two 
comments on this. Richard explained that he came up with some questions that could be 
considered in regard to amending this chapter. Should developers have a privilege that is 
denied to other businesses? How many off-premise signs should be allowed? What 
should the content of the signs be? A: Name of development B: Directions to 
development C: Telephone number for information D: Web address for information. 
Richard explained that staff would like comments on this amendment tonight; not a 
motion. Richard explained that the other planning commissions have stated that they 
would like this chapter left as it is with no changes. Craig asked if any one has challenged 
the current ordinance. Richard explained that no one has challenged it. Sharon asked if 
the South Rim development should be treated different because of where it was located in 
the county. Richard stated that we need to look at this as the type of industry and not as 
an individual case by case. Richard asked, do we need all these development signs in the 
county? If all of the information you need for the development is on one sign then the 
developer should be able to sell the lots. The commission stated that they want the 
ordinance left the way it is.
